Dear Parents and Carers,

Summer Fair — Wednesday, 22" May — 3.30 to 5.30pm

We are getting very close to our Summer Fair date - it’s going to be
very busy in school next week! We do hope that you will be able to
come along and support us (whatever the weather!) Don’t forget to
buy your tokens and raffle tickets in advance. Please make a note of
the donation days — and send in lots of goodies for us to sell!

On Monday, 20" May the children can wear mufti in exchange for a
donation (or two!) We will be collecting the following:

Bottles for the bottle tombola — anything in a bottle — bubble bath,
squash, hopefully a bottle or two or wine!

Pre-loved Soft toys — clean and reusable please — that we can use for
the Teddy Bear Orphanage.

On Wednesday, 22" May, the children can wear mufti as it is the day
of the fair (except Year 5 who will need to wear uniform as they have
a school trip!) We would like donations of cakes — small ones are easier
to sell. They can be home made or shop bought, but please remember
NO Nuts, including coconut. We would also be grateful for a few which
are gluten free and some dairy free, so all our children can buy
something.

Like last year, each token costs 50p and everything at the fair will be
sold in a unit of one token — for example, adult entrance will be one
token (children entrance will be free), burgers and hot dogs will be four
tokens. You will see the full list of stalls and the prices on WisePay and
also attached with this newsletter. If you can come to the fair with your
tokens already purchased, it is going to really help, so if you haven’t
done so already, please buy them via WisePay by Monday 20th May.
The only thing that will not use our tokens, is the ice cream van - they
will take card or cash payment. We have sent tokens home in a white
envelope for those of you that have already bought them on WisePay.

We need as much help as possible to run the stalls on the day. The
more volunteers we have, the fairer we can make the rota. If you are
able to help on the day: setting up from 1.30pm, covering a stall for
half an hour or so, or clearing up at the end, please let us know — either
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via the office (phone or email) or by telling the member of staff on the
gate, or the person organising for your year group.

Collection on the Fair day

Just a reminder that children attending after-school clubs will be
collected from the KS1 playground on Wednesday, 22" May.

Year 5 children will be returning from their BSO trip and will be taken
to the school hall and will come out on to the KS1 playground — they
should be collected from there at 3.30pm. If your Year 5 child has a
Walkers’ Pass and you are not collecting them, you must email the
office to confirm this arrangement — we will not allow children to leave
the premises while the fair is on, even if this is their usual arrangement.

If your child attends a club, including SWOQSH, and you are making an
alternative arrangement for them on that evening, you must confirm
this via email to the office. We will not be allowing children to leave
SWOOSH to attend the fair, unless we have your written permission to
do so.

Year 6 children will be running some stalls and games at the fair — but
they cannot all stay at school between the end of the day and the start
of the fair at 3.30pm. Mr Browne and Mrs Mason will clarify with the
children who are staying to set up the games and who needs to go
home first- and only those children who have specific permission to
stay will be able to do so.

If you are helping on a stall (thank you), you will still be responsible for
the safe collection of your child at 2.50, and you will need to supervise
them.

Apologies if this all sounds very draconian — but we need to be sure all
our children are supervised and safe while the fair is on!
